DISCUSS REQUEST OF THE WAIVER OF CIVIL PENALTY-31 QUINCY ROAD
Building Inspector, Richard Quaglietta explained that the owner bought the house then took down the garage and rebuilt the garage with livable space over it. John Landi, the former Building Inspector, issued a stop work order. When the owner came back, Mr. Qualgietta sent him to see the Zoning and Planning Boards.
