SUPERVISOR’S OPENING COMMENTS
Supervisor Tendy welcomed all of the Boy Scouts who were present in the audience with their families.  He noted that four of them will received Certificates of Appreciation and Recognition this evening as they have obtained the rank of Eagle Scout.
COUNTY LEGISLATOR OLIVERIO’S REPORT
County Legislator Oliverio told the audience that County Legislator Scuccimarra could not attend tonight as she was attending the Town Board meeting in Philipstown. He also noted that The Chairman of the Legislature is Carl Albino and the Deputy Chair is Ginny Nacerino.  County Legislator Oliverio added that they have also begun the 2015 Budget process looking at every department.  County Legislator Oliverio and County Legislator Scuccimarra are also asking for the County to give back some of the sales tax money to municipalities; we are projecting that we will get 2.5 million dollars more this year in sales tax.  They feel that this should be shared with every town.  The County makes every municipality whole in regard to the taxes and then keeps all of the sales tax money because of this.  He also applauded the Putnam Valley and Putnam County Highway workers for doing an outstanding job on our roads.

Supervisor Tendy is concerned if the County shares the sales tax money, would the County stop making each town whole in regard to the taxes.  The Town of Putnam Valley does not have much businesses and this could really be a concern for our town.

County Legislator Oliverio replied that the County would not stop making each town whole in regard to the taxes, but would be able to give every town  a little of the sales tax money they collect.

In regard to the snow days use as of Monday, January 6, 2014, the school district has used four (4) "snow" days. The calendar adopted by the District established 183 instructional days and three teacher conference days. The state permits us to count teacher conference days as instructional days, for a total of 186 days and requires that students have at least 180 instructional days. Thus, we have two (2) snow days left. If we use more than two (2) days, the District will announce which April vacation days will be converted to instructional days. In addition, in order to increase instructional time, it is our intention to convert the Friday, May 23 conference day to a student day. Classes will be in session on Friday, May 23.
