2014 PRELIMINARY BUDGET WORK SESSION 

Supervisor Tendy opened the 2014 Preliminary Budget Work Session at 6:08 p.m.

Supervisor Tendy told the residents that there have been no changes to the 2014 Preliminary Budget since the last work session.  There will be additional Preliminary Budget Work Sessions on October 23rd at 6:00 p.m. and if needed on October 30th at 6:00 p.m.  Right now the Town Budget is at 3.44% and the Highway Budget is at 1.84%, coming in under the 2% Tax Cap at 1.955%, this is subject to change.  There has been discussion to give the Putnam Valley Volunteer Fire Dept. an additional $49,000 as their budget has been lean the last couple of years.

Councilwoman Whetsel added that these additional monies has to do with OSHA requirements.

Councilwoman Annabi would like more information as she understood that some of the monies were going to LOSAP.
Supervisor Tendy told the residents that there were no big changes in the districts, most of them have no increases due to a favorable garbage collection contract.

Councilman Luongo noted that all of our managers did a great job staying within their budgets and preparing their 2014 budgets.

Councilman Mackay wanted to squash a rumor that the Town Board members were going to receive raises in 2014, he noted that the Town Board refused a raise.

Supervisor Tendy noted that there is a lot of misinformation out there and his request for a raise is a work in progress.

Supervisor Tendy moved to close the budget work session at 6:15 p.m.

Supervisor Tendy announced that on October 18th, a variety show will be held at the Putnam Valley High School at 7:00 p.m.  Also on October 18th, Burr Johnson will be performing at the Putnam Valley Fire House at 8:00 p.m.  This is a free concert which is funded by a grant from the Anastasia Foundation.  Burr Johnson is an internationally known musician, he encouraged all to come.

COUNTY LEGISLATOR’S   REPORT
County Legislator Oliverio complimented the Putnam County Executive; the 2014 budget will tentatively come in at 1.66%.  We are having discussions on some salary increases, trying to give all non-elected personnel a 1.50% increase and some positions are not receiving any raises. He feels it is a good budget.
Councilwoman Annabi asked what is going on with the now county owned property down at Oregon Corners.
County Legislator Oliverio told Councilwoman Annabi that three offers were made on that property and the County is in negotiations with one of them.
Councilman Mackay asked if he felt that the people who are in negotiations on this property have a vital business.
County Legislator Oliverio responded that he feels they do.
County Legislator Oliverio and Councilwoman Whetsel would like the town to pass a resolution on anti-fracking.
Supervisor Tendy noted that the town does not use brine on our roads for de-icing and this can be discussed at another meeting amongst the Town Board members.
County Legislator Oliverio is concerned that down the road when this present Town Board and the present Highway Superintendent are no longer serving the people of Putnam Valley, it may be used on the roads.  He feels that a resolution will protect the town.
Supervisor Tendy noted that a resolution is not a law.
SCHOOL DISTRICT REPORT

County Legislator Oliverio told the audience that the turf is now complete at the high school and residents are allowed to use the track when the sports field is not being used.  On October 25th at the high school they will be holding a “Stay Awake-A-Thon” from 8:00 pm to 7 a.m.  Looking for chaperones and any food donations would be appreciated.  This is a fundraiser for “Make A Wish Foundation.”

PUBLIC COMMENT
Dawn Powell would of liked the whole garbage collection be looked at before the purchase of a new truck was made.  It seems the other districts are paying less for garbage pickup than Lake Peekskill.  She also noted that $50,000 a year was set aside in the budgets for new truck equipment and now that we are purchasing one, she would like $50,000 in the 2014 budget to be taken out which would reduce the Lake Peekskill tax rate.
Peter Tarrant noted that Putnam Valley is the only town in Putnam County that has not passed an anti-fracking resolution; he is embarrassed of this and would like to know if there is a reason the town never passed a resolution.
Supervisor Tendy responded that we usually get information on an item before we pass a resolution.  We currently do not use brine on our roads and it should not be an embarrassment for him.  Once we get the information the Town Board will put it on the agenda and discuss it.
Councilwoman Annabi again reminded everyone at the Lake Peekskill Community Center there will be a Halloween Party on the October 26th at 1:00 p.m.  She added that on October 20th, there will be a paint a pumpkin, costume parade and hayride at the Town Park at 2:00 p.m. She also noted that at the Putnam Valley Museum an event called “Haunted History” with author Vincent Dacquino will take place on October 26th at 7pm.
Councilman Luongo told the residents to watch for information on Putnam Valley’s 175th Anniversary which will be in our local stores.
Supervisor Tendy reminded the residents that if they have not heard from the state in regard to the new “Star Applications” to contact New York State at www.tax.ny.gov or call 518-457-2036. The deadline to apply for “Star” is December 31, 2013- if you miss it you will not be able to get it.
