Councilman Mackay told the residents that the Putnam County Coalition is doing a lot of good things in regard to alcohol and drug abuse. The Putnam County law enforcement will be checking to make sure that bars are not serving underage students.  If you are over 21, make sure you have a designated driver. Too many tragedies happen on this particular night.
CERTIFICATE OF APPRECIATION- EAGLE SCOUT NOAH KELVAS
Supervisor Tendy presented Eagle Scout Noah Kelvas with a Certificate of Appreciation from the Town of Putnam Valley for obtaining the rank of “Eagle Scout.”
SPECIAL SCHOOL DISTRICT VOTE DISCUSSION-J. FIGARELLA-DISTRICT TREASURER
Jill Figarella, District Treasurer for the Putnam Valley Central School District explained the special vote that is taking place on December 8th from 3:00-9:00 p.m.  If this vote passes it will allow the district to establish a “Building Reserve Fund.”  At the end of the year when there are monies left over, we can designate some of that money into this reserve fund.  It will not cost the taxpayers anything, and it will save money as we will not have to borrow money to repair something.  The district is not allowed to withdraw from the reserve fund without voter’s approval.
Supervisor Tendy feels this is a very good planning tool.

COUNTY LEGISLATOR REPORT
County Legislator Scuccimarra thanked the voters for their support in the recent election.  If anyone has any concerns they can call her at 845-808-1020.  She congratulated all that won. In regard to the Pudding Street overpass project, NYS is now planning to do it in 2020.  This is not acceptable.  On November 9th, the County Legislators sent a letter to New York State to get a status report on this project.  The Putnam County Physical Services has obtained a federal grant to have a shuttle go from the Carmel/Mahopac area to the Croton Falls train station.  If Putnam Valley residents are interested in getting a shuttle to the Garrison or Peekskill train station we need to meet and discuss, as there may be a chance that we can obtain a federal grant to do this. Putnam County is very veterans friendly, there is a program called “Return a Favor” where veterans can get discounts in local stores and restaurants.  A veteran would just need to fill out a form in order to get these discounts.
Councilwoman Annabi told County Legislator Scuccimarra that she has received an update from Lisa Weiss, NYS Department of Transportation Asst. to the Regional Director in regard to the Pudding Street Overpass:

AMEND LOCAL 2-1996 ARTICLE III VETERANS EXEMPTION

ADDING

TO PARTIALY EXEMPT ELIGIBLE VETERANS RESIDING IN COOPERATIVE APARTMENTS FROM LOCAL TOWN TAXATION

RESOLVED that the Town Board amend Local Law #2-1996 Article III Veterans Exemption adding Subdivision 8 (Veteran tenant owners of shares in cooperative apartment corporation) under Article III Section108-11 and adding F. under Section 108-12, to partially exempt eligible veterans residing in Cooperative Apartments from local town taxation.
ARTICLE III

Veterans Exemption

[Adopted 3-20-1996 by L.L. No. 2-1996]
§ 108-11. Purpose.

The purpose of this article is to maintain the ratio of the amount of the veterans exemption to the assessed valuation of the property on which the exemption was granted when the ratio may change as a result of a revaluation or update of assessment, as authorized by Subdivision 5(a) and Subdivision 8 (Veteran tenant owners of shares in cooperative apartment corporation) of § 458 of the Real Property Tax Law; to permit veterans to reapply for the exemption as authorized by Subdivision 5(b) of said § 458 of the Real Property Tax Law; and to provide for the increased alternative exemption available under Subdivision 2(d) of § 480-a of the Real Property Tax Law, as amended by Chapter 256 of the Laws of 2005.
§108-12.  Adjustment of exemption amount.

A. If the total assessed value of real property for which an exemption has been granted pursuant to § 458 of the Real Property Tax Law has been increased or decreased as a result of a revaluation or update of assessments in the Town of Putnam Valley, and a material change in level of assessment has been certified by the State Board of Real Property Services for the assessment roll on which such property is assessed, the Assessor shall increase or decrease the amount of such exemption by multiplying the amount of such exemption by such change in level of assessment.

B. In accordance with Subdivision 5(a) of such § 458, if the Assessor receives the certification from the State Board after the final assessment roll has been filed, the Assessor shall certify the amount of the recomputed exemption to the officer having custody and control of the roll who is directed and authorized by such statute to enter the recomputed exemption on the roll.

C. As an alternative to the exemption available under § 458 of the Real Property Tax Law and Subsections A and B of this section, qualifying residential real property may be exempt from taxation to the extent of 15% of the assessed value of such property; provided, however, that such exemption shall not exceed $54,000 or the product of $54,000 multiplied by the latest state equalization rate for the assessing unit or, in the case of a special assessing unit, the latest class ratio, whichever is less. 

D. In addition to the alternative exemption provided by Subsection C of this section, where the veteran served in a combat theater or combat zone of operations, as documented by the award of a United States Campaign Ribbon or Service Medal, qualifying residential real property shall also be exempt from taxation to the extent of 10% of the assessed value of such property; provided, however, that such additional exemption shall not exceed $36,000 or the product of $36,000 multiplied by the latest state equalization rate for the assessing unit or, in the case of a special assessing unit, the class ratio, whichever is less.

E. In addition to the alternative exemptions provided by Subsections C and D of this section, where the veteran received a compensation rating from the United States Veterans Administration or from the United States Department of Defense because of a service-connected disability, qualifying residential real property shall also be exempt from taxation to the extent of the product of the assessed value of such property multiplied by 50% of the veteran’s disability rating; provided, however, that such additional exemption shall not exceed $180,000 or the product of $180,000 multiplied by the latest state equalization rate for the assessing unit or, in the case of a special assessing unit, the latest class ratio, whichever is less.  For purposes of this subsection, where a person who served in the active military, naval or air service during a period of war died in service of a service-connected disability, such person shall be deemed to have been assigned a compensation rating of 100%.

F. Assessment applications shall apply to all veteran tenants owning shares of stock in a cooperative apartment pursuant to the terms and conditions of §458 of the Real Property Tax Law, Subdivision 8 and as set forth herein above.
