Supervisors Opening Comments 
Supervisor Tendy stated that he was not at the Town Board last month when a resident, Putnam County Health Commissioner Alan Beals made serious comments calling into question the integrity of Town Hall employees. Supervisor Tendy wanted to address these comments on film and did so with the following comments:
“Dr. Beals came to the last meeting and took the Town Board to task for not knowing about a lawsuit he filed against the Town. The reason the Town Board did not know is because Dr. Beals has not filed a lawsuit against the Town. Dr. Beals is confusing an application to have his assessment reduced, which the Town Board was well aware of. 
At that meeting, Dr. Beals strongly implied that the Town Assessor, her assistant and I colluded to raise his assessment because he closed Spur Beach. He claimed that one month after he closed Spur Beach his assessment went up $500,000. Dr. Beals closed Spur Beach approximately three weeks after he received his assessment and the work was done for the assessment months before that. We have the records to show that Dr. Beals received his notification before Spur Beach was closed. 
Dr. Beals’ mistakes don’t bother me as much as the accusations against the assessor and her assistant. I think it’s reprehensible that a representative of Putnam County would come to the Town Board meeting when neither I or Sheryl are present and basically accuse us of a felony.  I’ve been waiting for an apology from him, I don’t think one is forthcoming. He should apologize to my two employees who are very dedicated and hardworking civil servants, one of whom has received accolades and awards from the state for the great work she does. 
I would like to say one thing about this. I am not saying what I am about to say is true. I’m merely asking questions based on information sent to me and bringing it to the attention of you and the newspapers so it can be vetted further. 
If you go online today to http://www.willow-ridge-farm.com/events.htm there is an ad for Dr. Beals’s farm. It states that you can have a corporate event or wedding at the farm and that catering and tent rental is available.  Dr. Beal’s property is not in a commercial zone, it is in a residential zone, it has an agricultural exemption. According to the Willow Ridge Farm ad, it is the perfect location for events and they claim to have their own caterer or allow people to bring in their own caterer. I have the following questions: 
This property is not zoned commercial but appears to be used for commercial events. If Dr. Beals does have his own caterer on the site, or if he permits clients to use their own caterer, I am curious to know if Dr. Beals has ever requested an inspection from the Putnam County Board of Health; or if he at least filled out paperwork requesting that these foods inspections be done. It is a requirement at every Town event. If it is true that it is being used for commercial use that he appears to be in violation of the zoning code.  Additionally, if he is using his property as a commercial entity, perhaps his taxes should be reviewed. 
I don’t anticipate an apology but I think he should apologize to my employees and my Town Board.”
