SUPERVISOR’S OPENING COMMENTS
Supervisor Tendy reminded the residents that the children will be getting out of school soon and to please drive carefully.  Also please watch out for our wildlife on the roads, especially this time of year.   Supervisor Tendy told the residents that in our dog shelter, we have beautiful, friendly pit bull named Wally that has been in the shelter for a year and a half.  He is not aggressive, his tail is always wagging, and he is playful and needs a home.  If anyone is interested in adopting Wally please give us a call.  On Memorial Day, we will be having a ceremony at 11:00 a.m. to show respect for those who have given their life for the freedom we enjoy.  He encouraged all to come to the ceremony at Town Hall and in Lake Peekskill.
O’CONNOR & DAVIES ANNUAL AUDIT REPORT

Chris Kopf and Larry Feldman reviewed the 2012 Audit Report with the Town Board.  Despite the increase in retirement and health insurance there was a positive variance of $19,243 which increased the fund balance.  The town’s fund balance in 2011 was $ 816,508 and in 2012 it was $835,751.  There were no negatives in the budget and they reviewed the special districts.  The Fire Protection District had a deficit of $109,382 and the capital amount for the Continental Lake Village Dam also had a $27,954 deficit.  They would like this addressed and it can be done by raising the revenue.  The highway’s fund balance was increased in 2012 despite storms that the town encountered.  Overall, the town is in good shape.
Supervisor Tendy thanked Mr. Kopf and Mr. Feldman for their time.

COUNTY LEGISLATOR’S REPORT
County Legislator Oliverio told the residents that there was public hearing and a resolution asking Indian Point to increase their safety, this resolution was vetoed by our County Legislator O’Dell.  On May 22nd at the County Building, Room 318 the County Legislators will vote to override the veto to increase the area of evacuation and to remove the spent rods out of the pools and into a sealed caste.  If anyone would like to attend, please do.

County Legislator Scuccimarra told the residents that she is on the Economic Development Committee, this years’ bike race brought in bikers from all over the world.  She attended a workshop on consolidating funding which includes quite a bit of money available to do many things.  The CSA application will soon be on line, she encouraged the Town Board to review and see what funding the town could get for projects.

The expenditures are up, as a new turf field is needed and because of good planning on the school’s part and grant money that cost will be covered.  If the budget is not passed the capital projects will not be done.  He added that the residents owe it to themselves to get educated on the proposed budget.  There are also two seats up on the School Board and three candidates are running for those seats.

Sam Oliverio added that the “Phantom of the Opera” was excellent.  Supervisor Tendy commented that the students did a great job and he congratulated them.  He also wished the seniors who are graduating much luck in their future.
