SUPERVISOR’S OPENING COMMENTS

Supervisor Tendy reminded residents that school will be out and to drive carefully.  There are a lot of baby animals being born so please be careful.  It is the political season so candidates are out getting signatures and convincing people to vote for them.
COUNTY LEGISLATOR’S REPORT

County Legislator Scuccimarra announced that Anthony Sutton is the new Commissioner of Emergency Services; he comes to us with a great resume.  He will be coming next month to meet everyone.  Our legislators passed a resolution asking New York State to appeal the Common Core, only in the Assembly; this is very problematic for our children.  The Butterfield Project-Senior Center will have a groundbreaking in July. The Legislators have also passed a resolution banning e-cigarettes in restaurants.  We have also asked New York State to allow no county sales tax August 15-August 24th to help families’ purchase school clothing, not sure if they will allow us to do this.  The County Legislators support “Great Healthy Backyards” which is a non-profit organization, you take a pledge not to use pesticides on your lawns and properly dispose of medications.  We are looking into getting a medication lock box in the Putnam Valley Pharmacy, not sure we will be allowed but checking into it.
Councilwoman Annabi noted that the State Police are next door; maybe we could put it there.

Supervisor Tendy noted that they are not there 24/7.

This will give first responders information that the occupants of the car cannot if they are injured or upset.  You can also put the information in a freezer bag in your freezer at home and place the yellow sticker by your front door.

SCHOOL REPORT
Councilwoman Annabi announced that school final exams are underway.  The Putnam Valley Central School Board recognized the staffs that are retiring from the school district.  June 23rd, the “Moving Up” ceremony for the 4th graders is taking place and high school graduation is on June 26th.

Sam Oliverio representing Dr. Willis, Putnam Valley Central School District Superintendent, thanked the residents of Putnam Valley for the passage of the school budget.  The Regents Science Research Project will began this year will be continued due to the budget passing.  The school had a “Poetry Jam” a lot in attendance as well as the concert.  He encouraged all to read the “Tiger’s Den” the school newspaper which can be accessed on www.pvcsd.org website.  Also noted that a grant was obtained through Apple Compute for “literacy software” which has helped the children immensely.

Councilman Mackay added that last week was the high school spring concert, it was the concert of the decade, and these kids are professionals.  Putnam Valley is one of the top schools in music in the nation thanks to Ryan O’dell.  He thanked Vinnie Burrano, retiring principal, great educator and leader, he will be missed.

DISCUSS VETERAN’S EXEMPTION FOR CO-OPS

Councilwoman Annabi explained that veterans who live in single family homes are receiving a veteran’s exemption.  The veterans that live in co-ops are not as they are not included in the legislation.

Town Counsel Florence told the Town Board that he contacted the County Clerk, but the County Clerk has no experience with this.  He feels it will operate somewhat like a star exemption, the co-op will get the exemption and the veteran will receive his share of the tax by check as he owns a share in the co-op, still looking into how to do this.
DISCUSS REQUEST TO REDUCE BUILDING PERMIT FEES-VERIZON WIRELESS
Michael Sheridan, attorney for Snyder & Snyder disagrees with the way the Building Inspector came up with the fees to upgrade twelve antennas that already exist.  He was told that it would be $18000 to replace the existing antennas, as the fee schedule has it as $1500 per antenna.  He feels that town code is confusing and feels that the building permit fee associated therewith is $40 per $1000 of that cost which is $40 x 18=$720 plus $150 to commence work total should be $870.

Supervisor Tendy told Mr. Sheridan that we just received the letter from Snyder & Snyder and have not had the opportunity to discuss with our building inspector nor our town attorney.  The Town Board will need time to get information before discussing the request futher.

LAKE PEEKSKILL REPORT
Councilwoman Annabi told the residents that the Town has received the Lake Peekskill Restoration Plan from Princeton Hydro.  Fred Lubnow from Princeton Hydro will come and meet with the Lake Peekskill residents to answer any questions, hoping to set this up for July 11th.  At the last Civic Association meeting, it was discussed that speed bumps are needed around the lake.  A DOT study would be needed as well as an engineering study.  This will need to be discussed further at a district meeting as there are a lot of regulations; she is working with NYD DOT on this.
DISCUSS BOAT STORAGE AT CARRARA’S BEACH

Councilwoman Annabi explained that the residents want two parcels TM# 83.81-2-1 and TM#83.81-2-4 at Carrara’s Beach to be designated as boat storage.  It was also discussed that they wanted to name these boat storage areas “Carrara’s Landing.”
Town Counsel Florence noted that two parts of Carrara’s Beach will be used for a special function. The areas where the boats would be stored should have signage. He will remove the fee off the resolution draft.  
Supervisor Tendy noted that this can further be discussed at the next district meeting.
DISCUSS BOAT STORAGE FEE AT CARRARA’S BEACH

This was discussed during the boat storage discussion- will remove fee from draft resolution

DISCUSS DISMANTLING OF LAKE PEEKSKILL PUMPHOUSE

Councilwoman Annabi discussed that NYC DEP wants the pump house dismantled at the cost to the Lake Peekskill residents.

Town Counsel Florence noted that the responsibility is on the district that benefitted from this.  We can do nothing and the NYC DEP will dismantle and back charge the district or we can have control.  Still trying to get hold of original contract with signatures so we know if Lake Peekskill has this burden.

Sam Oliverio believes that NYC built this pump house, and that Lake Peekskill’s only responsibility is removal of the connections.  He would like to see the contract with the signatures that states it is Lake Peekskill’s responsibility.

Supervisor Tendy told Sam Oliverio he is not sure, still looking into.
