Supervisor Tendy opened the Public Hearing at 6:05 p.m.

A PROPOSED LOCAL LAW TO AMEND CHAPTER 8 OF THE PUTNAM VALLEY TOWN CODE, SO AS TO REMOVE FROM THE PARKS AND RECREATION COMMISSION THE RULEMAKING AUTHORITY CONFERRED BY PRESENT SECTION 8-6, TO RESERVED SAID AUTHORITY TO THE TOWN BOARD AND TO IMPOSE INCREASED PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION OF SUCH RULES AND REGULATIONS AS MAY BE ADOPTED BY THE TOWN BOARD WITH THE RESPECT TO THE USE, OPERATION, AND PROTECTION OF PARK & RECREATION SITES WITHIN THE TOWN

Supervisor Tendy explained that this proposed local law removes the Park and Recreation Department as the rulemaking authority as they do not have any lawmaking authority.  The Town Board would take over the rule making authority and codify it, also impose increased penalties for any violations of the rules and regulations adopted by the Town Board.  He added that we have received numerous complaints about residents not following the rules down at the park.

Councilman Mackay asked what would happen if someone broke a rule tomorrow.

Supervisor Tendy responded that the rules are currently enforced by the Penal Law.

Town Counsel Zutt added that this proposed law just takes away the rule making authority from the Parks & Recreation.  Once the proposed law is adopted the Town Board can pass by resolution the rules and regulations in regard to the dog park and there maybe others rules that the Town Board may want to consider adopting.
