 Discussion

Councilwoman Whetsel noted that she did not see anything in the plan in regard to what a resident should do if there is flooding on their property or any other disaster.  She expected more information in the plan to help the residents when there is an emergency.
Supervisor Tendy explained that the Hazard Mitigation Plan identifies all the areas in the county that could potentially be a problem such as flooding and power outages.  We all worked hard with Putnam County to put this plan together.  Highway Supervisor Cobb and Joe Hertlendy put a lot of time into this plan.  He added that because the hazards are listed in the plan, it will be easier to get FEMA help.

Lake Peekskill Family Day will be held on August 1, 2015, beginning at 12:00 p.m.
There will be a Town Wide Lake Peekskill District Tag Sale, September 12th & 13th, they would like permission from the Town Board to use the Parking lot.  Town Board agreed that they could use the lot.
There will be a Lake Peekskill District Meeting on Thursday, July 23rd, 7 p.m. at Town Hall, Fred Lubnow from Princeton Hydro will be there to answer questions on the “Lake Peekskill Restoration Plan.”

Ted Muniak asked the Town Board when they will be passing the resolution on declaring two sides of Carrara’s Beach as boat ramps.

Councilwoman Annabi told Mr. Muniak that the Town Attorney is working on the resolution and we should have it for the August Town Board meeting.  

At the Lake Peekskill Budget meetings they would like a discussion on fixing the fencing around the beaches.
APPOINT SEASONAL P/T FILL IN HARVESTER OPERATOR

RESOLVED, that the Town Board appoint Scott Ruta as a seasonal part time fill in harvester operator for Lake Oscawana for the 2015 season at $15.00 per hour with no benefits.

Seconded by Supervisor Tendy, unanimously carried.

PUBLIC COMMENT
Councilwoman Annabi read an email from a resident
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Councilwoman Annabi read a her response to the letter
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Resident Dan Vera objects to a referendum taking place on the library’s budget due to the fact that the library is asking the residents to double the amount of money they receive from the taxpayers.  He urged taxpayers to vote NO if this referendum ends up on the ballot in November.

Priscilla Keresey, President of the Putnam Valley Library Board was shocked to see how little the taxpayers pay for the library.  She noted that just because the library has not appealed to the Town Board to increase the budget, it doesn’t mean that the money is not needed.  There are two bridges to repair and right now we have a deficient of employees.  They want new computers, books and more activities at the library. She noted that the library does not have a capital fund.  The Library Board wants to take the budget decisions away from the Town Board and let the residents decide what the budget should be. She also noted that the Governor has put a moratorium on creating a district.

Councilwoman Annabi is not in favor that the library trustees will control the library budget.  She suggested that the library become a school district library.  She noted that some residents in Putnam Valley also pay for other libraries as they are part of the school district.

Priscilla Keresey told the Town Board that they are currently comparing themselves to other libraries that have the same population.  She added that the trustees reviewed what is needed to keep the library running and to get repairs done. They are mandated to update their software and this costs money.  The increase would cost each homeowner approximately $4.00 more per year. She also noted that the library does not have a humongous amount of money.

Councilwoman Whetsel feels that the residents’ will have the option to decide if they want to increase the library’s budget once it is on the ballot. It’s up to the residents if they want to decide what the library’s budget is or if they want the Town Board to decide.

Priscilla Keresey suggested to the residents that they become informed.  Invited residents to come down to library and talk to us.  She added that for the 2015 budget, Councilwoman Annabi wanted to decrease the library’s budget by $50,000.  Why should three people decide how much to give the library.

Councilwoman Annabi noted that she asked several times for the library to open their financial books and was told no.  

Supervisor Tendy noted that the petition is not clear.  It needs to be explained to the residents and why the trustees feel it is necessary.  

Priscilla Keresey told the Town Board that the ballot is asking the voters to tax themselves.  They are following the prescribed steps and working very closely with Mid-Hudson Library and their attorney.

Supervisor Tendy responded that the Town Attorney and Town Clerk are obligated to help with accepting the petition process.  He also noted that the library does need more money but not sure this is the way to do it.

Councilman Mackay noted that Principal Vincent Burrano is retiring on 7-17-15; this is a great loss to the high school.  This weekend is the German Festival from 1-8 p.m.

Councilwoman Annabi added that we have a new webpage for “Town Events” and “District Beaches”.  Reminded everyone that Town Day is September 19th.
