SUPERVISOR’S OPENING COMMENTS
Supervisor Tendy announced that this weekend the German American Club will be having their annual German Festival on Saturday from 3:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. and on Sunday from 12 noon until 8:00 p.m.  There is always great food and music, good time for all.
On August 3, 2013 the Lake Peekskill Family Day will take place from 12 noon to 7:00 p.m.  There will be food for sale at very low cost, games for the kids and music. A lot of fun for all.

He thanked the Highway Superintendent and the highway guys for doing a phenomenal job during this heat wave.  He also added that on a particularly hot morning one of the Lake Peekskill highway workers found cold bottled water and a picture with a note from a family thanking them, that gesture was appreciated by the Lake Peekskill crew.

PRESENT CERTIFICATE OF APPRECIATION-PAM ADAMOVICH

Supervisor Tendy presented Pam Adamovich with a Certificate of Appreciation,
as she is retiring from the Putnam Valley Central School District after  13 years of being the high school nurse. Mrs. Adamovich has been a friend and a confidant to the students; she is highly regarded by the school and staff.  We wish her much luck on her retirement.
County Legislator Oliverio also presented Mrs. Adamovich with a Certificate of Appreciation on behalf of the Putnam County Legislators.
Mrs. Adamovich told the Town Board and the residents that it was an honor to work at the Putnam Valley High School and she thanked the Town Board and County Legislator Oliverio.
BRIEF PRESENTATION FROM TOMPKINS LANDSCAPING ON THE LAKE OSCAWANA RETROFIT PROJECT

Supervisor Tendy and Mr. Tompkins gave a brief description of the work involved in each area of the Oscawana Retrofit project.
Site 1 Hilltop Beach- section of asphalt will be removed permeable pavement will be put in place and also some plantings- Approximately 2 weeks to complete

Site 2 Aqua Lane- Some earth will be removed and permeable pavers will be installed- approximately 3 days to complete

Site 3  Abele Park- Earth will be removed in parking area and permeable pavement will be installed along with 8 trees being planted- Approximately 4 days to complete

Site 4  Wildwood Knolls- a curtain drain will be installed as well as permeable pavements, five trees will be planted, weed and brush will be cleared and a swale with rip raf will be installed.  Approximately 3 weeks to complete.

Site 5 Lee Avenue-permeable pavement will be installed. Approximately 3 days or less to complete.

6a & 6b- Two Locations on Oscawana Lake Road- Will be cleaning up swales and placing rip raf stone- Approximately 3 & 1/2 weeks to complete.

Supervisor Tendy added that this project started four years ago, it has a multi facet approach.  We have put in 100’s of catch basins, which has helped reduce the phosphorus.  All of the work has to be approved by the DEC, there is an enormous amount of planning that goes into these projects.  Each one of these sites catches a moderate amount of phosphorus and the work that will be done will reduce the phosphorus from entering the lake.  Hopefully next year, the final phase will happen, introducing grass carp into the lake, which will help with the milfoil, hopefully we will see some results within a year.
COUNTY LEGISLATOR’S REPORT

County Legislator Oliverio told the residents that on July 22nd at the County Building at 6:30 p.m. there will be a discussion on establishing a weight limit on Peekskill Hollow Road.  We have asked the Putnam County Commissioner of Highway to put a weight restriction on this road but for some reason they cannot do it.  Supervisor Tendy and the Supervisor from Kent both support a weight limit and have sent letters of support to the Legislators.  On July 27th & July 28th the 4-H Fair will take place at Veterans Park.
County Legislator Scuccimara added that the “Medications Take Back” prevents unwanted medications from going down the drain and polluting our lakes and wells.
Councilwoman Whetsel would like them to find a place to drop off unwanted medications in Putnam Valley.

County Legislator Scuccimara noted that there will be one in Cold Spring which is a little closer to Putnam Valley; there is grant money available for lock boxes.  The Sheriff’s department is not in favor of these lock boxes as they fear they could be broken into. Putnam County is compiling a list of all of the veterans that live in Putnam County, as the County will be offering a service to take a veteran to doctor appointments.

RESOLUTION # R 13 - 240 
LOCAL LAW #6-2013

A LOCAL LAW to amend Chapter 8 of the Putnam Valley Town Code (“Code”) so as to remove from the Parks and Recreation Commission the rulemaking authority conferred by present Section 8-6, to reserve said authority to the Town Board, and to impose increased penalties for the violation of such Rules and Regulations as may be adopted by the Town Board with respect to the use, operation, and protection of park & recreation sites within the Town.

BE IT ENACTED by the Town Board of the Town of Putnam Valley as follows:

(1)  Section 8-6 of the Town Code be and is hereby repealed.

(2)  A new Section 8-6 of the Town Code be and is hereby adopted, reading as follows:


“Sect. 8-6.  Adoption, Amendment & Enforcement of Rules & Regulations.


A.  The Town Board shall from time to time adopt and amend Rules & Regulations for:



(1)  Proceedings before the Parks and Recreation Commission;



(2)  The use, care, management and protection of Town park and recreation sites 


       and properties;



(3)  The conduct of persons within Town parks and recreation sites;



(4)  The establishment of fees for the use of Town park and recreation sites and 


       properties.


B.  Conduct violative of any of the Rules and Regulations adopted by the Town Board 
pursuant to sub-paragraph “A” above shall constitute a Violation as defined under the 
New York State Penal Law, punishable by:



(a)  exclusion from the use of Putnam Valley Town Park facilities for a period of 


      up to one year; and



(b)  for a first offense a fine of up to $350, imprisonment for up to 15 days, or 


       both such fine and imprisonment; and



(c)  for a second offense of the same nature committed within one  


      

      (1) year of the first offense a fine of up to $700, imprisonment for up to 15                

      days, or both such fine and imprisonment.


C. The Code Enforcement Officer of the Town of Putnam Valley and any peace officer 
is hereby empowered to enforce the provisions of this Chapter.

(3)  This Local Law shall take effect upon its filing with the New York State Department of State.

TOWN DOG PARK RULES AND REGULATIONS
Presented by Councilman Mackay  

RESOLUTION # R 13 -241  

WHEREAS the Town of Putnam Valley owns and operates a Park for the benefit of its residents; and

WHEREAS a section of the Park has been delineated and fenced for use as a Dog Park; and  

WHEREAS the Town Board considers it necessary and desirable to restrict dogs brought to the Putnam Valley Town Park to the dog park area; and

NOW, THEREFORE, be it;

RESOLVED that the Town Board hereby adopts the Rules and Regulations attached hereto as “Schedule A” for the use of the Putnam Valley Dog Park; and be it further

RESOLVED that a violation of any of said Rules and Regulations shall subject the violator to punishment as specified in Section 8-6 of the Putnam Valley Town Code.
RULES AND REGULATIONS – PUTNAM VALLEY DOG PARK

(1)  Dogs brought to the Putnam Valley Town Park shall be confined to the Dog Park Section of the Town Park.

(2)  Use of the Dog Park shall be limited to residents of the Town of Putnam Valley whose dogs bear an identification tag to be obtained from the Department of Parks and Recreation.

(3)  Identification tags shall be issued solely for those dogs for whom a currently – valid New York State dog license has been issued, and for whom appropriate proof of required rabies vaccination has been issued.  The Putnam Valley identification tag, New York State license,  and rabies vaccination certificate shall be borne by the dog at all times while in the Dog Park.

(4)   All children under the age of 13 years old must be in the company of an adult at all times inside the dog park.  They should never run or make loud noises.  Children under the age of 5 years old are not allowed in the park at all.

(5)  Puppies under 4(four) months old are not permitted in dog park.

(6)  Dogs must be strictly supervised.  Dog owners must remain in the fenced area with their dogs, and must be within sight range.  Additionally, owners must have voice control of their dogs at all times.

(7)  Dogs less than 30 lbs. must use small dog park.

(8)  Do not place large dogs in small dog park or vice versa.

(9)  No smoking or eating inside the dog park.

(10) Dog treats are not permitted in dog park.

(11) You must supply your own water and drinking bowl for your dog (if desired).

(12) Be considerate of other people and dogs, and kindly pick up your dog’s waste.  Bags and pails are available throughout the dog park.

(13) Aggressive dogs will not be permitted in park.  At first sign of aggressive behavior, immediately leash and remove dog.

(14) Dogs in heat will not be permitted in Dog Park.

(15) Please do not bring sick dogs to park.

(16) No animals other than dogs may be brought into the dog park.

(17) The dog park is open from dawn to dusk. (There are no lights at Dog Park).

(18) All dogs MUST be off leash while in Dog Park.  Leash must be immediately placed on the dog upon exiting.  Dogs should be leashed only in the event of emergency or altercation.

(19) Before opening second gate into the dog park, please close and lock the first gate so all are contained safely.

(20) Spectators should remain outside the fenced in area.

(21) No more than 3(three) dogs per person allowed on any single visit.

(22) Owners are liable for any injury or damage caused by their dog and are fully responsible for their dog’s actions.

(23) Trainers are not allowed to use the park to conduct business.

(24) Any incident or problem should be reported to the Putnam Valley Parks and Recreation Department (845) 526-3292, the Putnam Valley Dog Control Officer (845) 526-3293, or the Putnam Valley Enforcement Officer (845)-526-2377​) between the hours of 8am – 4pm.

(25) In the event of an emergency call 911.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Doug Greenwich, a resident feels that the town needs a skate park for the kids.  We have a hockey rink that has not been used in years.  It would be a great area for a California Skate Park.  He noted that he feels that drug use in our town is out of control, and he proposed that he would have someone come and speak to the kids at the skate park about the dangers of drugs. He has been in touch with Tony Hawk, and this skate park can be obtained by grants.  He believes that it will help the towns ’economic growth. He needs to know from the Town Board what he needs to do to get this project going.
Supervisor Tendy told him to speak to the Parks & Recreation Director, Frank DiMarco and then the Town Board and Parks & Recreation could have a meeting to discuss this.  There are a lot of logistics and insurance issues involved. Submit the details to the Town Board for their review.

Another resident questioned the cost of the dog park permit.  He was told the initial cost to use the dog park was $20, then $10.00 a year.  The resident is concerned that this dog park is also open to non-residents and he does not think that is fair to the taxpayers.

Sherry Howard from Parks & Recreation noted that it is $20.00 to use the dog park and if they want to give an additional $10 a year that would be great but it is not mandated.  She also added that all dogs must be town licensed and have proof of rabies and yes right now it is also open to non-residents.

Supervisor Tendy does not think the dog park should be open to non-residents.

Town Counsel Zutt added that under the Rules & Regulations #2 –non-residents are not allowed to use the Dog Park.
Councilwoman Annabi reminded everyone that Town Day will be on September 21st.
