County Legislator’s Report

County Legislator Oliverio spoke about the attempts to get a weight limit on Peekskill Hollow Road. He wanted to make clear this would not stop deliveries, government vehicles, emergency vehicles or buses. Currently, there are places where two 18-wheelers can’t safely pass each other. They are trying to stop trucks going to Westchester County from using Peekskill Hollow Road as a route. The weight limit has not yet been imposed. 

County Legislator Oliverio added that the two properties in Putnam Valley that the County has been trying to sell are in the process of being sold. Interest has been shown. Hopefully they will be back on the tax rolls soon. 

County Legislator Scuccimara added that there will be a medication take back day on this side of the county on September 21st in Cold Spring. The information is available on the county website. This is critical to our water supply. She is looking into getting lockboxes installed throughout the county to make it easier to drop off. Currently residents can drop medications off at the Sheriff’s department, but they must call first.  
County Legislator Scuccimara said she recently joined the transportation taskforce and looking through the plans Philipstown and Putnam Valley are underserved. Right now veterans are being transported to Montrose and Castleton and they trying to bring para-transit to Philipstown and Putnam Valley. There will be a survey about a commuter shuttle to some of the local train stations.

presentation by michael paleudis on the kaspar property

Town Attorney Zutt explained that this litigation has been ongoing for almost seven years, over illegal landfill activities that were taking place at Cimarron Ranch. The Town got an injunction to stop that practice. In 2009, Bruce Donahue was appointed by the Town to create a restoration plan for the site.  This was approved by the court and the property owner was told to comply with it. The property owner failed to comply and Bruce Donahue was appointed as receiver.  Mr. Paleudis in representing the Town in the matter and can provide updates on the litigation and Mr. Donahue can speak about both the original and modified restoration plans.  Before either of them proceed Town Attorney Zutt wanted to make clear that before anything can happen at the site soil testing must be done. 
Mr. Paleudis, the attorney representing the Town in this matter, stated that at the last conference before the justice, it was urged that a revised plan be developed and this is the presentation that Mr. Donahue will be presenting. 

Mr. Donahue began his presentation explaining the property is 440 acres split over 4 tax lots. Out of that land, approximately twelve acres were disturbed for the unapproved taking in of construction and land clearing debris.  There was state registration for a composting facility and for a construction and demolition debris processing facility. This was done by the New York State DEC. None of these activities were approved by the Town in this residential district. 

The original restoration plan was created as an alternative to the property owners plan to continue the operation. The original plan was to remove all of the material from the site. However, going in and removing the material would recreate the heavy truck traffic from the illegal activity and it would cost more than the land is worth. The judge requested a modified  plan be developed. 
The property in question can be broken into five main areas, land that had been disturbed in some way for the operation; land that is primarily trees, stumps and land clearing debris; land used for the dumping of construction debris in the form of asphalt, concrete and remnants of a building; a composting area; and an unapproved cut and fill operation. 

The modified remediation plan would be to chip the wood, offer it to the town and residents for mulch and use it on site. The concrete and asphalt would be concentrated to one area, meeting NYS DEC standards. The rest of the area would be re-graded. The gist would be that construction material would be left on site and capped. Before the plan can come into affect, both the Town and the State want soil testing. This is the next step. Once the soil testing is done, the remediation can begin after it is financed. 
Town Attorney Zutt added that the soil testing also needs to be financed. 

Mr. Donahue said visual testing was done with no disastrous findings, but the testing that needs to be done goes to a lab. 
County Legislator Oliverio asked if the court ordered restitution won’t that responsibility fall onto the property owner?

Mr. Donahue replied that the property owner has failed to comply with the court order which is why he was appointed receiver. He now has the full control of the property owner. 
Town Attorney Zutt replied that the court order requires the Town to be reimbursed for engineering and legal expenses incurred in connection with this entire project, but that depends on the availability of funds
County Legislator Oliverio asked if we could collect the money ahead of time from the individual? Can we sue him?

Town Attorney Zutt answered that the topic was something for executive session.
