RESOLVED that the Town Board amend Resolution #R14-235 to change renewal of Highway Ban to Issuance of Ban for Highway Equipment to purchase a one ton dump truck.

AWARD TRANSFER STATION BID

Presented by Supervisor Tendy

RESOLUTION# R14-249
RESOLVED that the Town Board award the Transfer Station Bid for compaction, transport and disposal of solid waste at the Transfer Station to AAA Carting and Rubbish Removal, 480 Furnace Dock Road, Cortlandt Manor, NY  10567 at the rate of $82.50 per ton for the year 2015.

Seconded by Councilwoman Annabi, unanimously carried.

DISCUSSION ON TOWN HALL ADDITION

Supervisor Tendy told the public that the town has received $335,000 from NYS five years ago to put toward new construction of an addition in the back lot.  The Town Board has been going back and forth over the last two years on how to build it.  The time is approaching that we will have to give the money back if we don’t use it.  We need to build an addition as our Building, Zoning and Planning Departments need more space.  We need to have the files in one central location.  This new addition will serve the public.  Parks and Recreation will come over here and the New York State Police will then be able to utilize where Parks and Recreation are now.  This is a win-win situation for all.  The building will cost $750,000 to $800,000, and the state money will cover 1/3 of the cost.  One way or another at some point we have to put an addition on, we can do it now with the state giving us 1/3 of the cost or do it later and the tax payers will have to carry the full cost.  It is time to make the decision.
Councilwoman Whetsel agrees with Supervisor Tendy.  Susan Manno, our Facilities Manager did a fabulous job putting the project together.  If we turn down the money the town will never get another grant from the state.
Councilman Luongo stated that he thought the grant money was $250,000 not $335,000.  
Supervisor Tendy responded that the $250,000 was for the construction of the building and the balance was for the photovoltaics.

Councilman Luongo added that he never saw that number.  He is concerned with the cost of $750,000-$800,000.  He is concerned that we would put that expense on the taxpayers.

Supervisor Tendy responded that he understands but a new addition has to be built at some point.  Do the taxpayers pay $500,000 now with the grant money or the full amount later?
Councilwoman Whetsel questioned if we could do the building in stages.

Supervisor Tendy responded that we could not.

Councilwoman Annabi asked why we have not sent out a bid package for a modular so that we can compare the cost of a stick built vs. a modular building.  She added that modular companies can use the stick built plans to put together a bid.

Councilman Tendy disagrees that the modular companies can use the plans for a stick built building.  He feels that we would have to get new plans made up for a modular and that would cost more money.

Councilwoman Annabi disagrees and would like the plans that we have be sent out to modular companies.  We won’t know that for sure unless we send them the bid package that we have for a stick built addition.

Councilman Luongo agrees with Councilwoman Annabi, he feels that at least we tried.
Supervisor Tendy noted that when the sales representative spoke to us from “Mod Space” he said we would have to modify the stick built plans so much that he wasn’t able to give us a firm price.  Supervisor Tendy told the Town Board that he would ask the Facilities Manager to send out the stick built plans to modular companies.

AUTHORIZE ISSUANCE OF BONDS FOR HIGHWAY EQUIPMENT

RESOLUTION# R14-250
 BOND RESOLUTION DATED SEPTEMBER 10, 2014.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $200,000 BONDS OF THE TOWN OF PUTNAM VALLEY, PUTNAM COUNTY, NEW YORK, TO PAY THE COST OF THE ACQUISITION OF VEHICLES AND EQUIPMENT FOR CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE PURPOSES, IN AND FOR SAID TOWN.  

RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Putnam Valley, Putnam County, New York, as follows:
Section 1.
For paying the cost of the acquisition of vehicles and equipment for construction and maintenance purposes, in and for the Town of Putnam Valley, Putnam County, New York, including incidental expenses in connection therewith, a class of objects or purposes, there are hereby authorized to be issued $200,000 bonds of said Town pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law.
Section 2.
It is hereby determined that the estimated maximum cost of the aforesaid class of objects or purposes is $200,000, and the plan for the financing thereof is by the issuance of the $200,000 bonds of said Town authorized to be issued pursuant to this resolution.
Section 3.
It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the aforesaid class of objects or purposes is five years, pursuant to subdivision twenty-eight of said paragraph a of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law.  It is hereby further determined that the maximum maturity of the bonds authorized will not exceed five years.
Section 4.
Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the bonds herein authorized, including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the Supervisor, the chief fiscal officer.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by said Supervisor, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.
Section 5.
The faith and credit of said Town of Putnam Valley, Putnam County, New York, are hereby irrevocably pledged to the payment of the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same respectively become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable in such year.  There shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property in said Town a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations as the same become due and payable.
Section 6.
Such bonds shall be in fully registered form and shall be signed in the name of the Town of Putnam Valley, Putnam County, New York, by the manual or facsimile signature of the Supervisor and a facsimile of its corporate seal shall be imprinted thereon and may be attested by the manual or facsimile signature of the Town Clerk.
Section 7.
The powers and duties of advertising such bonds for sale, conducting the sale and awarding the bonds, are hereby delegated to the Supervisor, who shall advertise such bonds for sale, conduct the sale, and award the bonds in such manner as he shall deem best for the interests of the Town; provided, however, that in the exercise of these delegated powers, he shall comply fully with the provisions of the Local Finance Law and any order or rule of the State Comptroller applicable to the sale of municipal bonds.  The receipt of the Supervisor shall be a full acquittance to the purchaser of such bonds, who shall not be obliged to see to the application of the purchase money.

Section 8.
Except as provided herein, all other matters relating to such bonds, including determining whether to issue such bonds having substantially level or declining annual debt service and all matters related thereto, prescribing whether manual or facsimile signatures shall appear on said bonds, prescribing the method for the recording of ownership of said bonds, appointing the fiscal agent or agents for said bonds, providing for the printing and delivery of said bonds (and if said bonds are to be executed in the name of the Town by the facsimile signature of its Supervisor, providing for the manual countersignature of a fiscal agent or of a designated official of the Town), the date, denominations, maturities and interest payment dates, place or places of payment, and also including the consolidation with other issues, shall be determined by the Supervisor.  It is hereby determined that it is to the financial advantage of the Town not to impose and collect from registered owners of such bonds any charges for mailing, shipping and insuring bonds transferred or exchanged by the fiscal agent, and, accordingly, pursuant to paragraph c of Section 70.00 of the Local Finance Law, no such charges shall be so collected by the fiscal agent.  Such bonds shall contain substantially the recital of validity clause provided for in Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law and shall otherwise be in such form and contain such recitals in addition to those required by Section 52.00 of the Local Finance Law, as the Supervisor shall determine.
Section 9.
The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may be contested only if:

(1) Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which said Town is not authorized to expend money, or
(2)
The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of



 publication of this resolution are not substantially complied with,and an 


action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within 


twenty days after the date of such publication, or
(3)
Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the 



Constitution.
Section 10.
This resolution shall constitute a statement of official intent for purposes of Treasury Regulations Section 1.150 ‑ 2.  Other than as specified in this resolution, no monies are, or are reasonably expected to be, reserved, allocated on a long‑term basis, or otherwise set aside with respect to the permanent funding of the object or purpose described herein.
Section 11.
This resolution, which takes effect immediately, shall be published in summary in the Putnam County News and Recorder, a newspaper having general circulation in said Town, together with a notice of the Town Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Finance Law.

RESOLVED that the Town Board authorize the expenditure from the General Fund for the removal and remediation of the underground heating oil tank at the Putnam Valley Museum located at 301 Peekskill Hollow Road.  At time of removal it was noted that there was evidence of contamination, the proper procedures were following and the cost for the remediation is $20,634.10.

DISCUSSION ON NYC/DEP AQUEDUCT CONNECTION

Supervisor Tendy told the Town Board members that at the top of Lake Peekskill there is an old cement structure that has to do with the old water system.  The DEP and NYC asked the town to secure the valve from the aqueduct and we have.  Now they want us to take the building down.  If we do have to take this structure down it will be expensive as the access inside is limited.  We have no idea how much this will cost.
Councilman Luongo questioned what will do with the valve connections inside.

Supervisor Tendy replied that he is not sure how this will be done.

Councilwoman Annabi asked if this was a town expense or a Lake Peekskill District expense.

Supervisor Tendy replied that it would be a district expense as the aqueduct connection only benefitted Lake Peekskill.  If we have to do it we will have to bond it out.  Right now we just need to get more information from DEP and NYC.

They would like to revive the old hypolimentic system in the lake to see if that will help the lake.  The Civic Association would like to try this first before paying a consultant.  We have phone calls into George Olsen and Paul Bienstock who were involved in the construction of the hypolimentic system.
Supervisor Tendy responded that if this system can be revived, it may improve the quality of the lake.

Supervisor Tendy motioned to go into Executive Session at 6:45 p.m. to discuss contractual matters and a personnel matter with no further business taking place.
