SUPERVISOR’S OPENING COMMENTS

Supervisor Tendy wanted the residents to know that he had nothing to do with it, he doesn’t know where it came from and he wanted the residents to know that he does not campaign like that.

COUNTY LEGISLATOR REPORT

County Legislator Scuccimarra told the residents that October is a busy month for the legislators.  They are working on the $145 million budget, it is tough to figure out what programs can be cut.  Putnam County received a $3.5 million grant for infrastructure equipment and technology for vital communication towers.  The legislators are also looking into the future on recycling electronics.  She also noted that our lake communities have a huge problem with septic systems, Putnam County does not have the money to help homeowners and we are looking into state or federal help. On September 29th at the Putnam County Golf Course at 11:00 a.m. there will be an informational meeting on the “Yellow Dot Program.”  Any senior who is concerned about paying their heating bill can get assistance from the “HEAP Program”, call 845-808-1700.  On September 21st, from 2-6:30 flu shots will be given at the Carmel Fire Department.  Councilwoman Annabi asked County Legislator Scuccimarra to look into help for those residents who can’t afford to pump out their septic systems; maybe a tax exemption can be given.
Ilene Gouldman, County Legislator Gouldman’s wife presented “Certificates of Appreciation” to the girl scouts who participated in the town wide clean up.  September 24th-27th, the Vietnam Traveling Memorial will be at the Putnam County Veteran’s Park.  September 26th, the County Clerk will be sponsoring “National Passport Awareness”, residents will be able to get information and applications on passports.  Putnam County Sheriff’s Department along with County Legislator Gouldman will be at the Putnam Valley Library with information on Credit Card Fraud on September 30th from 7-8 p.m.  September 27th-October 11th is “Restaurant Week” in Putnam County.  October 3rd is “Hazardous Waste Day” at the Putnam County Health Department, 1 Geneva Road, Brewster, NY.  On October 10th, Legislator Gouldman will be sponsoring “Child Safety ID Program” at the Putnam Valley Library from 10-12 p.m.

Sam Oliverio thanked the Putnam Valley Highway Department for the great paving job on Bryant Pond Road.  He also asked the Town Board to consider opening up the bridge on Lovers Lane so that it can be a two way street again.

Councilman Luongo asked Sam Oliverio if the county has concerns about the bridge.
Sam Oliverio told Councilman Luongo that the county has had discussions on repairing it.
Dan Vera, resident told the Town Board that he has some recommendations in regard to reducing next years’ budget.  He will give those recommendations to the Town Board at the Budget Meeting on October 7th.

Ted Muniak thanked the Lake Peekskill employees for doing a great job cleaning up after the Bulk Pick- Up in Lake Peekskill.

A resident from Mill Ponds asked when the repairs will be done on the water system.

Supervisor Tendy responded that because it is a district water system there are certain requirements that need to be addressed as per our Bond Counsel.  He noted that we are looking into the steps now.  We will have a district meeting as soon as we know all the facts. Another concern is the water costs being charged to Mill Ponds from Yorktown.

Town Counsel Florence noted that he is reviewing their contract with Yorktown, which is a 20 year contract with the option of renewing for another 20 years.  Yorktown has to meet the NYC Aqueduct guidelines on selling water out of district.

Councilwoman Annabi also reminded the residents that the town has an oil co-op, contact Beverly Kelly at 845-526-2121.
