Notice of Determination of Non-Significance

This notice is issued pursuant to Part 617 of the implementing regulations pertaining to Article 8 (State Environmental Quality Review Act) of the Environmental Conservation Law.

The Town of Putnam Valley Planning Board has determined that the proposed action described below will not have a significant environmental impact and a Draft Environmental Impact Statement will not be prepared.

Description of Action: the Putnam Valley Volunteer Ambulance Corps (PVVAC) has filed a Combined Planning Board application dated July 30, 2019 for amended site development plan approval to modify existing curbing and curb cuts as well as to provide shared access and parking to the Putnam Valley Fire Department #1 (PVFD) site (“the proposed action” ) . The subject site is 4.0+/- acres and is located in a R-2 zoning district.
Location: Oscawana Lake Road, Town of Putnam Valley, Putnam County, New York. Tax Map Identification: Section 72.20 Block 1 Lot 17.11.
Reasons Supporting This Determination: The Planning Board has compared the proposed action with the Criteria for Determining Significance in 6 NYCRR 617.7 (c), specifically:
1. The proposed action will not result in a substantial adverse change in the existing air quality, ground or surface water quality or quantity, traffic or noise levels, or a substantial increase in solid waste production.  
The applicant is proposing minor changes to existing curbing and curb cuts as well as shared access and parking with the adjoining Putnam Valley Fire Department #1 site. There are no proposed changes to the current operations, the building or any other components of the existing infrastructure and site disturbance is limited to realignment of a small area of existing curbing. 
Contaminated soil was deposited at the rear (southerly) section of the site and violations were issued by the NYSDEC and the Town of Putnam Valley. A remediation, mitigation and monitoring plan has previously received conditional approval and a well has been installed to draw periodic water samples which is a Type II action. The area of contamination is required under NYSDEC consent order to be to be corrected and a town building permit or commencement of work authorization will not be issued until such time as all conditions of the mitigation plan have been fulfilled.

2. The proposed action will not result in the removal or destruction of large    quantities of vegetation or fauna; substantial interference with the movement of any resident or migratory fish or wildlife species; impact a significant habitat area; result in substantial adverse impacts on a threatened or endangered species of animal or plant, or the habitat of such species; and will not result in other significant adverse impacts to natural resources.  
There is no proposed site disturbance other than realignment of a small area of existing curbing. The work will not occur in any regulated wetland or wetland buffer areas and will not result in a loss of substantial quantities of vegetation or habitat or negatively impact any fauna or wildlife
The applicant provided correspondence from NYSDEC which indicated that there are no threatened or endangered species on or near the site. The site is in a US Fish and Wildlife bat recovery zone and as a result, the applicant has indicated that any tree cutting will only occur between November 1 and March 31 of the following year. A tree and mitigation plan has been submitted by the applicant.
There will not be any significant adverse impacts to natural resources. 

3. The proposed action will not result in the impairment of the environmental characteristics of a Critical Environmental Area as designated pursuant to 6 NYCRR Part 617.14(g).
The subject property is not located within or in proximity to a Critical Environmental Area. 
4. The proposed action will not result in a material conflict with the Town’s officially approved or adopted plans or goals.
The proposed action is a permitted use in the Town of Putnam Valley R-2 zoning district. 
5. The proposed action will not result in the impairment of the character or quality of important historical, archaeological, architectural, aesthetic resources, or the existing character of the community or neighborhood.  
The applicant has provided correspondence from the NYS Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation which indicates that there are no important historical or archaeological cultural resources on or adjacent to the site. 
6. The proposed action will not result in a major change in the use of either the quantity or type of energy.
No new building structures are proposed. 
7. The proposed action will not create a hazard to human health. 

The subject property is located in the Town of Putnam Valley Ground and Surface Protection Overlay zone. Contaminated soil was previously brought to the site which will be mitigated in accordance with NYSDEC and Town requirements. There are no other site modifications or site improvements other than minor curb cut changes. 

8. The proposed action will not create a substantial change in the use, or intensity of use, of land including agricultural, open space or recreational resources, or in its capacity to support existing uses.
The site has been used by the Putnam Valley Volunteer Ambulance Corps as an ambulance building. No changes are proposed. It has not been used for agricultural purposes, as open space or as a recreational resource.
9. The proposed action will not encourage or attract a large number of people to a place or place for more than a few days, compared to the number of people who would come to such place absent the action.

No changes to the existing Putnam Valley Volunteer Ambulance Corps staffing or operations are proposed.  
10. The proposed action will not create a material demand for other actions that would result in one of the above consequences.

11. The proposed action will not result in changes in two or more   elements of the environment, no one of which has a significant impact on the environment, but when considered together result in a substantial adverse impact on the environment.
12. When analyzed with two or more related actions, the proposed action will not have a significant impact on the environment and when considered cumulatively, will not meet one or more of the criteria under 6 NYCRR 617.7(c).
13. The Planning Board has considered reasonably related long-term, short-term, direct, indirect, and cumulative impacts, including other simultaneous or subsequent actions.
