WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Putnam Valley is aware of New York State's zero-amission school bus
mandate raquiring school districts to begin purchasing zero-emission buses by 2027 and o fully transition away
from traditional buses by 2035; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Putnam Valley and surrounding communities do nol curremly have the requisite
infrastructure, including sufficient charging stations and electrical capacity, necessary to suppart such a mandate;
and

WHEREAS, the Hudson Valley region, including Putnam Vallay, experiences cold and inclement winter conditions
that may negatively impact the performance, reliability, and longevity of electric vehicle batteries, particulary for
buses stored cutdoors and exposed o the elememts; and

WHEREAS, this New York State mandate directly impacts school transporation systems relied upon daily for the
safe transport of children; and

WHEREAS, in the event of battery failure or insufficient charge during school transportation howrs, students coukd
face delays or unsafe condiions; and

WHEREAS, New York State has enacted this mandate without providing adequate or guarantead funding to
establizh the infrastructure necessary for safe and effective implementation, including but not Bmited o
widespread charging stations, upgraded electrical systems, healed storage faciities, and conlingency measures
fior battery failure;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board of the Town of Putnam Valley hereby expresses its
opposition to the New York Stale zerc-emission school bus mandate as currently drafted. Correspondence shall

ba sent urging New York State to reconsider, amend, or delay implementation until such time as infrastruciure,
fumding, and reliability concerns are adequately addressed; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Clark is haraby directed to transmit a copy of this resaluticn (o the

Govamaor of the State of New York and members of the New York State Legislature within fourteen (14) days of

passage or ag soon thereafier as practical undar the signature of all Town Board Membsers wino voted in favor of
this resolution; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, thal this Resolution shall take effect immediateby,

Seconded by Councilman Luongo, unanimously carried

Councilman Russo presented detailed comments regarding the school district’s
feasibility study on electric school bus implementation.
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He stated that the district’s independent analysis determined that certain existing bus
routes could not currently be completed reliably using available electric bus technology
due to terrain and operational conditions.

Additional concerns presented included:

e projected electrification costs estimated at approximately $11.7 million before
incentives,

e projected costs remaining above $8.4 million even after incentives, &

uncertainty regarding future grants, inflation, utility rates, replacement battery

costs, and infrastructure expenses,

required charging infrastructure upgrades,

trenching and electrical improvements,

new utility service demands, and

concerns regarding electrical grid capacity.

He further noted that consultants involved in the study reportedly recommended
delaying electrification of the district’s most demanding routes until future years in hopes
that battery technology improves.

Councilman Russo stated that while environmental goals are important, implementation
timelines should also consider affordability, operational reliability, student safety, and
taxpayer burden. He thanked the Town Board for considering a resolution requesting the
state reevaluate implementation timelines and flexibility for local districts.

Board members acknowledged that school transportation policy is primarily under
school district jurisdiction but expressed concern regarding feasibility and infrastructure
readiness. Additional discussion referenced recent reporting on aging electrical
infrastructure throughout the Northeast and broader concerns regarding grid reliability.

Discussion also touched upon:

growth in electric vehicle usage,

effects on energy demand,

evolving vehicle technology, and

the possibility that hybrid technologies may presently be more practical in some
circumstances.

WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined to conduct Town Day as a
Town-sponsored civic and community event for the benefit of Town residents; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board finds that Town Day serves authorized municipal
purposes, including civic engagement, community development, cultural enrichment,
education, recreation, historical and public-information programming, and the promotion
of the general welfare of the Town and its residents; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board further finds that participation in Town Day by
certain not-for-profit organizations may provide direct public benefits to the Town and its
residents through educational displays, cultural or historical exhibits, demonstrations,
performances, youth activities, public-health information, community outreach,
volunteer recruitment, and similar programming and services; and

WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to establish a standard booth fee for private
entities participating in Town Day, while also authorizing the waiver of such fee for
qualifying not-for-profit organizations whose participation is determined by the Town to
advance the public purposes of Town Day and to provide fair and adequate consideration
to the Town in the form of such participation and related public benefit; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the booth fee for any private entity
participating in Town Day shall be Fifty Dollars ($50.00) per booth; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby authorizes waiver of the Town Day
booth fee for a not-for-profit organization that is determined by the Town to satisfy the
criteria set forth in this Resolution; and be it further

RESOLVED, that in order to qualify for such waiver, the not-for-profit organization
must be participating in Town Day in a manner that advances one or more authorized
municipal purposes of the event, including civic, cultural, educational, recreational,
historical, public-information, youth, community-service, or similar public-facing
purposes beneficial to Town residents; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Town shall grant such waiver only where it determines that
the not-for-profit organization’s participation will provide identifiable public benefits in
connection with Town Day, which may include, without limitation, educational materials,
demonstrations, performances, exhibits, children’s programming, community outreach,
historical displays, public-health information, or volunteer and civic engagement
activities; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby finds and determines that, where the
foregoing criteria are satisfied, the not-for-profit organization’s participation in Town Day
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constitutes consideration to the Town and that the value of such participation and public
benefit is at least reasonably equivalent to the Fifty Dollar ($50.00) booth fee being
waived; and be it further

RESOLVED, that no separate application for fee waiver shall be required from a
not-for-profit organization, and the determination whether a not-for-profit organization

Seconded by Councilman Luongo, unanimously carried

» PUBLIC COMMENT

During the public comment portion of the meeting, several residents addressed the Town
Board on procedural, financial, infrastructure, environmental, and community matters.

Meeting Process and Public Comment Structure
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One speaker advocated for a dedicated public comment period specifically tied to
agenda items before board action occurs. The resident expressed concern that
commenting after votes limits meaningful public participation and context.

Tax Assessments and Budget Impacts

? Questions were raised regarding a subdivision-related tax assessment and whether
resulting tax adjustments would shift burdens onto other taxpayers. Discussion also
focused on how reductions from successful tax certiorari challenges affect local budgets,
particularly the library budget, since library funding is based on approved tax levy
expectations. Board members explained that the county guarantees town tax payments,
including library portions.

Library and School District Matters

A resident thanked attendees and organizers for a recent library candidate meeting,
describing it as well-attended and productive. The public was also reminded of the
upcoming school budget vote, trustee election, and library budget vote.

Animal Shelter / Kennel Operations

Questions were asked regarding proposed changes to the SPCA contract and the future
of the town kennel operation. Town officials explained that new state regulations and
stricter operational requirements — including issues related to water supply and
sanitation standards — have made continued operation of the current kennel facility
difficult.

Waiver of Fees and Nonprofit Policy

Residents questioned the town’s policy regarding fee waivers for nonprofits and public
events. Specific discussion centered on sewer-related fees, Town Day activities, and
previous requests involving local organizations. Town officials stated that guidance from
the New York Association of Towns supported the town’s ability to waive certain fees
when a clear public purpose exists.

Electric School Bus Resolution

Multiple speakers praised the board for adopting a resolution concerning electric school
buses. Speakers described the mandate as financially burdensome for school districts
and taxpayers, while acknowledging that transportation technology continues to evolve.
Concerns were expressed about potential impacts on educational programming if
districts are required to absorb major transportation costs.

Brook Falls Road Culvert Replacement Project
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Board members and residents discussed the Brook Falls Road culvert replacement
project, including approval of a payment exceeding $933,000 for construction work
associated with storm recovery from July 2023. Officials noted that FEMA
reimbursement is expected. Additional discussion addressed bridge closures,
construction timelines, and the long history of flooding and storm damage in the area.

Hudson Highlands Property Discussion

? Questions were raised about plans involving a Hudson Highlands property and
whether public access opportunities may eventually be available. Officials indicated that
the organization currently controls the property but has allowed some municipal use.

Memorial Day Event Announcement

The board announced that the town’s Memorial Day ceremony would be held at Town
Hall on the Monday preceding Memorial Day, May 25th, with additional scheduling
information to be publicly distributed.
